Don’t forget! Six constitutional amendments will 
appear NEAR THE END of your 2018 ballot.

Ballot language for amendments is below, in order of  
appearance. Vote “for” or “against.”

Constitutional amend-
ment protecting the right 
of the people to hunt, fish, 
and harvest wildlife.

Constitutional amend-
ment to reduce the income 
tax rate in North Carolina 
to a maximum allowable 
rate of seven percent (7%).

“Constitutional amend-
ment to change the 
process for filling judicial 
vacancies that occur be-
tween judicial elections...
[portions omitted for 
space]...the legislature will 
recommend at least two 
nominees to the Governor 
via legislative action not 
subject to gubernatorial 
veto; and the Governor 
will appoint judges from 
among these nominees.”
